BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF 

FRANKLIN COUNTY, OHIO: 
 

Section 1)  That $168,210.55 in County Motor Vehicle License Tax funds is 
hereby allocated and encumbered for the Village of Groveport to improve 

Main Street between London-Groveport Road and Hamilton Road. 
 

Section 2)  That, upon request by the Village of Groveport through the 
County Engineer, the County Auditor shall draw a warrant for such 

encumbered amount on the County Treasurer payable to the Village of
