 WHEREAS, this settlement is in no way an admission of liability 
on the part of the Franklin County Board of Commissioners, Public 

Facilities Management,  NOW THEREFORE, 
 

 BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS, FRANKLIN 
COUNTY, OHIO: 

 
 That, in accordance with the preamble, which is incorporated 

herein, the Board of County Commissioners of Franklin County, Ohio 

hereby approves the settlement of the foregoing claims in the amount of 
Two-Thousand Five Hundred Dollars and Zero Cents ($2,500.00), and 

further approves the attached Purchase Order, upon the receipt of an 
appropriate Release executed by plaintiffs.
