 WHEREAS, Pursuant to Title XX of the Social Security Act, Chapter 
5101 of the Revised Code, and rules promulgated by the Ohio Department 
of Job and Family Services, a County Department of Job and Family 
Service is authorized to enter into agreements with public or private 
agencies for the purchase of social services; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the Franklin County Department of Job and Family 
Services is authorized by section 5101.62 of the Revised Code to 
designate another agency to perform the duties assigned to it for the 
provision of adult protective services; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the Franklin County Department of Job and Family 
Services desires to assign such duties to the Franklin County Office on 
Aging by entering into a memorandum of understanding; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners desires for the Franklin 
County Department of Job and Family Services and the Franklin County 
Office on Aging to enter into such a memorandum of understanding; now, 
therefore 
 
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS, FRANKLIN 
COUNTY, OHIO: 
 

1. That the Director of the Franklin County Department of Job and 
Family Services and the Director of the Franklin County Office on 
Aging are hereby authorized to enter into the attached 
memorandum of understanding for the provision of adult 
protective services.  
 

2. That the attached purchase order in the amount of 
$1,458,726.26 that is individually described on the 
accompanying Purchase Order proof list is hereby approved.
