Resolution authorizing the County Engineer to sign a Memorandum
of Understanding (MOU) with the Central Ohio Transit Authority
(COTA) for the Cleveland Avenue Bus Rapid Transit (BRT) project
(Engineer)

WHEREAS, the Central Ohio Transit Authority (COTA) plans to
expand and improve mass transit’s role and contribution to the overall
livability, sustainability and economic vitality of the Northeast Corridor and
the Central Ohio region through faster and more convenient service and
improved amenities for riders; and

WHEREAS, the Cleveland Avenue Bus Rapid Transit (BRT) project is
a 15.6 mile high capacity transit project comprised of a combination of
BRT and Enhanced Bus Service along Cleveland Avenue from downtown
Columbus north to Polaris Parkway and Africa Road ; and

WHEREAS, the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) describes, in
concept, the roles and responsibilities of each entity in the implementation
of the project and reflects their intention to cooperate with the
development of the project; and

WHEREAS, the Franklin County Engineer will provide technical expertise
related to project design, development and construction; now, therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF
FRANKLIN COUNTY, OHIO:

That the Franklin County Engineer is hereby empowered on behalf of the
County to sign a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with various
governmental agencies as necessary to complete the Cleveland Avenue
BRT project.
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
