WHEREAS, the State of Ohio, Department of Rehabilitation and 

Corrections, has made funds available to the Franklin County Common 

Pleas Court - General Division for the creation of a Medically Assisted 

Treatment Program for adult probationers with opiate addiction; and, 

WHEREAS, the not-for-profit entity Alvis, Incorporated, through an 

agreement with The Ohio State University Wexner Medical Center, will 

provide the necessary resources and staff required to implement the 

Medically Assisted Treatment Program in accordance with the department 

of Rehabilitation and Corrections grant requirements; and, 

WHEREAS, the terms of the contract will be in effect beginning 

February 16, 2016 to the conclusion of the grant period of June 30, 2017.  

WHEREAS, for the provision of services related to an Ohio 

Department of Rehabilitation and Correction Grant secure the funding 

required to operate the Medically Assisted Treatment Program during 

SFY2016 and SFY2017.
